Hong Kong Institute of Qualified 
Environmental Professionals Bill
On 17 July, I presented my first Member’s 
Bill at the Bills Committee on Hong Kong 
Institute of Qualified Environmental 
Professionals Bill. The Bill seeks to make 
provision for the incorporation of the Hong 
Kong Institute of Qualified Environmental 
Professionals (“HKIQEP”) and related 
matters. The Bills Committee completed 
consideration of the general merits and 
principles of the Bill and commenced 
clause-by-clause examination of the 
Bill. Written views from the public on the 
Bill were invited and the deadline for 
submission was 31 July 2024. 

At the FC meeting on 19 July, a funding 
allocation of HK$8.213 billion was approved 
for Drainage improvement works in  
Mong Kok, Wong Tai Sin, Kwun Tong, 
Kowloon City, Eastern District, Sha Tin,  
Sai Kung, and Tai Po. Since January 
this year, FC has approved the funding 
projects with a total cost of HK$155.8 billion.

Conducted a report on

The Third Plenary Session of the 20th

session adopted the Resolution of the 
CPC Central Committee on Further 
Deepening Reform Comprehensively 
to Advance Chinese Modernization.
